The order of business meeting should include, but not be limited to the 

following. This allows for flexibility for the Chairman and Executive Director 

to determine the agenda, having flexibility in what that agenda may include may 

be prudent. 

 

2.04 SECRETARY. The Administrative Director of the PDSC shall be the 

Executive Secretary for the Board who shall attend all meetings of the PDSC 

Board and record all votes, actions and minutes of all proceedings. He or she 

shall give or cause to be given notice of all meetings. The Administrative 

Director/Executive Secretary shall be a classified employee of the PDSC. 

(or his or her designee in the event that the Administrative Director cannot 

attend the meeting.)

To the Board of Trustees: 

- Annual Report to include data on operations, itemized expenditures 
and revenues, and compliance with PDSC’s standards. Report must 
be posted on PDSC’s website and submitted to the Governor and 
Legislature as well.  

- Budget requests.  

 

To the Guam Legislature: 

- Financial statements every quarter.  

 

PDSC should collect and review: 

- Number of cases, by case type, opened at the start of the month, 
newly opened cases during the month; closed cases during the 
month, open cases at the end of the month;  

- Time devoted to each case and non-case-related work;  

- Use of investigators, experts, social workers and other support 
services;  

- Major case events;  

- Case outcomes; 

- Monetary expenditures; 

- Clients’ race, ethnicity, and gender; 

- Persons waiving, seeking, and denied services;
